The walnut cake had an
interesting, almost marzipan flavor profile, yet
a light texture.

As the day goes by, pick up a sandwich (%2
price after 4p.m., if there are any left that is!),
soup or dessert for dinner on your way from
work and give yourself a break from cooking.
